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Vigil at Capitol as the SustiNet Health 

Care Reform Bill Awaits Governor’s Action 
Hartford – Every day this week from 3 to 5 p.m. volunteers from across the state will stand outside the governor’s office at the State Capitol in Hartford to spell out strong public demand for the governor to sign comprehensive health care reform into law.  People will hold the letters “S-U-S-T-I-N-E-T,” the name of the landmark bill now awaiting action by Gov. M. Jodi Rell. 

The vigils are part of Universal Health Care Foundation of Connecticut’s statewide healthcare4every1 Campaign for quality, affordable health care – which has led to House and Senate approval of the SustiNet plan.  The vigil began last week with the Interfaith Fellowship for Universal Health Care’s march from outside the governor’s office to the governor’s residence, and now enters its second week.  Volunteers say they plan to continue the vigil until the governor signs SustiNet.

“Health care reform is so vital to the people of Connecticut that they are coming to the Capitol from all over the state -- from businesses, churches, community groups and unions -- from work, school, vacation and home,” explained Lynne Ide, manager of the foundation’s healthcare4every1 Campaign. “They can’t wait - and they’ll keep coming until the governor takes action.”
