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Congressional Health Care Forums Put SustiNet in the Spotlight

Meriden, CT - Congressional forums on national health care reform being held in three Connecticut districts this week will spotlight the fact that the state actually has an action-ready plan for comprehensive health care reform, according to Universal Health Care Foundation of Connecticut.  The forums are sponsored by Health Care for America Now and will be held in:

· Fairfield, tonight (Tuesday), from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m., with Congressman Jim Himes
· Coventry, Wednesday, from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m., with Congressman Joe Courtney
· New Britain, Saturday, from 10 a.m. to Noon, with Congressman Chris Murphy


The foundation, whose SustiNet proposal (House Bill 6600) would establish quality, affordable health care for all residents, will participate in Wednesday’s and Saturday’s congressional forums. 


“SustiNet is a public health insurance plan that most clearly and completely addresses  the critical issues of cost containment, access and health security, all of which will be addressed at these forums,” said Juan A. Figueroa, president of the foundation. “SustiNet embodies the Obama administration’s commitment to universal health care and will put Connecticut on the leading edge of the national health care debate,” he said.

 
SustiNet would position Connecticut to take maximum advantage of the infusion of health care funding the federal government is prepared to make -- and which is a key underpinning of SustiNet, explained foundation officials.  For example, enactment of SustiNet would put Connecticut on a track to expand income eligibility for HUSKY coverage that is projected to attract $800 million in federal funding in 2014 alone, they said. 

The bill received a favorable report earlier this month from the legislature’s Public Health Committee.
