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NEW REPORT FINDS 758,000 CONNECTICUT RESIDENTS WERE UNINSURED AT SOME POINT IN 2007-2008 

Washington, D.C. – A new report from Families USA reveals that one out of every four Connecticut residents under 65 years of age, or 25.1 percent, were uninsured for some period of time in 2007-2008. The report, based on data from the Census Bureau and the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality, reveals that, nationally, one out of every three non-elderly people, or 86.7 million Americans, were uninsured during that same period.

The report provides important insights about the people of Connecticut who did not have health coverage for all or portions of the 2007-2008, such as:
· The employment status of those who lacked health coverage;

· The family incomes of people without health coverage; and
· Other demographics, such as the ethnicity and race of the uninsured.
